make significant advances in BMF research
and patient care. Correlative studies
associated with clinical trials are
encouraged. Translational potential should
be considered and described.

○ Funding Level 2: Supports Investigational
New Drug (IND)-Enabling Efforts, which
should be empirical in nature, product
driven, and focused on the accumulation of
data to support an IND application to the
Food and Drug Administration. Applicants
are required to identify at least one but no
more than three lead therapy candidate(s),
and transition plans should be considered
and adequately described.

• Emphasis on research approach and impact.
• Personnel team should have strong background

Allows two PIs, termed Initiating and Partnering
